Photo IDs: 

 

It is the responsibility of every paddler (including drummer and sweep) in every team to remember to bring their 

QDBF Registration (photo ID’s) cards. The paddlers will be required to present them at marshalling for every race 

where they will be checked. Any paddler who does not bring their State Registration ID to the competition on any 

day Will Not be allowed to participate! Crew lists will be randomly checked through the heats, repercharges and 

semis. Every team and individual will be checked for every Final. No ID’s will be printed on the day.  

 

Registration Fees: 

 

Adults:  Registration Fees are $22.00 per day you enter events in the competition. 

Juniors: Registration fees are $11.00 per day you enter events in the competition.
